They 
are neither medical products nor personal protective 
equipment. The masks are not suitable for use in 
healthcare or nursing, as occupational health and safety 
clothing, or as other clothing used for protection from 
infection or other harmful substances.
However, community masks must still meet the statutory 
requirements for textiles.
